What advice would you give to others?

So whilst most schools might have a bereavement policy in place, I think it's key to highlight there's a huge difference between policy and actual living, breathing resources that identify what to do at every key stage.

And yes, policies might go into sort of this level of detail anyway. But I think just the presentation of the resources that you see on the LGfL sites, the way it's all laid out, the visualisation of those resources are absolutely key to making it user friendly because it's what is needed at that difficult time.

 I think in that situation of having just had that bad news, the last thing you want to be doing really is going through policy documents and having an approachable resource that you can then tap into, to get the guidance as to how to address these key areas every step of the way is absolutely invaluable.
